Function of the Water Control Valve

The water control valve is an electronically actuated ball valve
controlled via a push-button control. Closing the valve when the office
is not occupied prevents flooding if downstream equipment fails. In the
event of power loss, the valve will automatically close.

Open or Close the Water Control Valve

If you have optional LED push-button controls, push the water push-
button once to open or close the water control valve. Blue LED lighting
indicates that the valve is open. Press the illuminated water push-button
to close the water control valve.

NOTE If the water control valve state does not change when
the push-button is pressed, check the position of the manual
override button on the water control valve. See page 3.

Manual Override of the Water Control Valve

In the event of a power outage, the water control valve will

automatically close. To open it in this situation, follow the instructions

below for a manual override.

1. Push in the manual override button located at the rear of the water
control valve.

2. Turn the knob on the top of the water control valve to OPEN.

3. To close the valve, turn the knob back to CLOSE and pull the
manual override button out.

Flush the Filter Element

Frequency of Filter Element Flushing

Particles and debris are removed from water as it flows through the
filter element. The filter needs to be cleaned periodically in order to
optimize filter performance, reduce system pressure loss, and prolong
the life of the filter.

Visually inspect the filter element for material build-up. When the filter
appears to be full of debris, flush the filter.

Flushing the filter reverses the direction of water flow through the filter
element and washes debris out the flush exit at the base of the canister.

Frequency of Manual Cleaning

Manually clean the filter element if flushing does not completely remove
debris.

Remove and Clean the Filter Element
1. Complete steps 1-5 of “Flush the Filter Element” on page 4.

2. Use the optional water LED push-button control to close the water
control valve. The valve is closed when the push-button is not
illuminated. Let all the water drain out of the filter canister.

Pull outwards on the filter element retaining clips on the base of the
filter head.

Wash the filter canister with mild dishwashing liquid and water.
Reinstall the filter element by pushing it up into the retaining clips.

Apply silicone lubricant (p/n 98.1120.00) to the filter element O-ring
and the canister O-ring.

10. Reinstall the canister on the filter head by turning it counterclock-
wise until hand tight.

Replace the Filter Element

To replace the filter element, follow the instructions for manually
cleaning the filter element on page 8, but instead of cleaning the old
filter element, discard it and intall the new filter element.
